3. Select Olympus TTL on the firmware updater, then select
the latest firmware version and press UPDATE.

Multi Flash

The wireless multi flash control works with Canon and Fujifilm

flashes as well as RF60X and RF60 in group A, B and C only.

Flash Power Lock

To lock the flash power after a desired TTL exposure is
achieved:

Power Sync

1. Select <POWER SYNC> from the V6 II TX menu.

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2. Adjust the sync time, if necessary.

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Turn the dial to the LEFT to expedite the sync time if
you find a dark band at the BOTTOM of the picture.

Turn the dial to the RIGHT to delay the sync time if you
find a dark band at the TOP of the picture.

Notes:

1. If dark bands appear at both the top and bottom of the
picture, the flash duration of the portable flash may not
be long enough to support Power Sync.

2. The flash fires full power in Power Sync, so check for
any overheat warning from time to time. Frequent use of
Power Sync may overheat the portable flash.

Rear Curtain Sync

No setup is required on the V6 II.
Turn on Slow Synchronization (2nd Curtain) in camera
menu.

Flash Compensate

To preserve a desired exposure by automatically
compensating the flash power in response to changes in
F value, shutter speed or ISO:

1. Select <FLASH COMPENSATE> in the V6 II TX menu.

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2. Take a shot with the camera and manual flash power in
all groups.

3. Once you get a desired exposure, press and hold (mm.
The main screen will display the changes in camera
exposure settings thereafter and the flash power will
adjust accordingly.
